
WHEN IT CAME TO DESIGNING HER OWN HOME Amelda Wilde, the founder of  
Amelda Wilde Interiors, and her partner, steel fabricator Matthew Leach of Von Steel, were gifted 
with the unique opportunity for complete creative freedom. Here, Amelda’s talent for fusing quirky, 
modern touches with timeless design is on full display. The sleek stainless-steel joinery enjoys an 
easy coexistence with the home’s original features, representing the designer’s contribution to the 
next chapter of this 1930s home and reflecting her desire to weave stories through her designs.  
“Old houses are my weakness,” says Amelda. “This original Californian bungalow was dripping in 
charm and Arts and Crafts themes, but demanded a resurrection.” Travertine, black cobblestone 
and stainless steel are an unlikely yet welcome medley of materials, with the rawness of each singing 
together in perfect pitch. What luxury items did you choose for this kitchen regardless of budget?  
“A monolithic stainless-steel approach for the kitchen was probably the luxury item for this project. 
The solid stainless bench tops and waterfall ends welded in-situ resulted in a seamless finish and 
exposed the edge profile.” ameldawilde.com.au; vonsteel.com.au.
